Food labelling has become an increasingly important issue

for all of us following recent health scares.

Work by Dr Ben Jordan an MSc E-Commerce student,

Professor Tony Bryant and Eddie Halpin, Reader in Social

Informatics, has produced a novel solution to the problem.  

As a result they were invited by the Department for

Environment Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA) to participate

in the prestigious Faraday Food Processing Lectures on

Excellence in Food Manufacturing , held at the Royal

Pharmaceutical Society in London last month. 

Their research has identified a novel use of existing

technology, including 2-Bar Coding, which allows far more

information to be provided to the customer, meets new EU

legal requirements and individualises the customer

shopping choice. 

It should result in allergy sufferers being able to make

better food choices, aid the visually impaired in obtaining

information from packaging and allow all consumers to

know what they eat and where it has come from. 

A major national retail chain will carry out trials of the

solution in the New Year.

A world of difference

The University s recently produced Transport Strategy

is now part of our Environmental Policy.   Although the

strategy is ongoing, a lot of work has already been

done to improve LMU s existing provisions in this area.

Talks are currently underway with METRO to ensure

the continuation of the 15 per cent discounts introduced

earlier this year for the annual passes, with the

possibility of issuing one pass for different zones. 

It is hoped that discussions with First Bus Group will

lead to an improved service to Beckett Park including

extensions to 8.00pm and discounts for people who

travel by bus and don t need to use a METRO card for

the train.

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Graduates vote against
expansion to avoid
diluting value of degree

Graduates are keen to protect their elite  status by

preventing too many people from following them to

university, according to a report into British social attitudes

to be published shortly.  The report, produced by Exeter

University in collaboration with the National Centre for

Social Research, shows a substantial fall in support for the

expansion of higher education among those with degrees

between 1994 and 2000.  In 1994, half of the graduates

surveyed thought expansion was a good idea, but by 2000

that figure had fallen to 29 per cent.  Professor Ted Wragg,

who lead the research, says: There is a feeling that when

they went to university, one in seven entered higher

education, and now it is more like on in three and we are

reaching saturation point.  If more school-leavers go on to

higher education, then having a degree loses its status as

an automatic passport to a well-paid job.   

Autocracy kills courses

Autocratic management in further education is responsible

for falling standards, researchers have concluded.  A report

on the findings of a survey for the Learning and Skills

Development Agency says courses in decline have often

been subject to changes imposed by management without

proper staff involvement or consultation.  Courses with high

student achievement and retention are often the result of

staff being allowed to make decisions autonomously,

according to the study.

Academics resist call to
veto foreign students

A number of academics are resisting attempts to recruit

their help in vetting and monitoring foreign scientists.

Twenty-four students from countries of concern  have this

year been turned away from universities in the UK after the

Foreign Office judged that they might use of their expertise

to make weapons of mass destruction.  There is also a

voluntary vetting scheme in place which asks that

academics monitor the studies of students deemed to be a

slight risk , however although it has secured the support of

95 institutions, many academics are still boycotting the

scheme.
